K.E.E.S. Program Enters Pre-Launch Mode
Space, contracts, and staff are quickly coming together to open the 

newly created Keys to Employment and Economic Stability program at 
SBH this summer. The program will provide housing, case management, 
and vocational and educational assessment and training services to twenty 
individuals that are homeless.

This program has partnered with the WorkKeys program at Syracuse 
University to provide an extensive educational assessment and vocational 
assessment and training curriculum for each participant. As each partici-
pant completes the necessary education and skills training for their target 
vocation or career path they will earn a certificate of workplace competency 
from Syracuse University. All of this work will take place in the SBH K.E.E.S. 
Learning Lab located at 770 James Street, Suite #145. This center will feature 
a state of the art learning lab for the program participants.

Case Management services will continue throughout the training and 
employment period and continue for up to two years with the goal of help-
ing participants move beyond initial employment and into a strong career 
path earning a sustainable living wage.
